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ATOP THE ROHTANG

Witnessing a snowfall is exhilirating. Lakhs of people throng the hill stations of the country, specially during
Chritsmas and New Year hoping that it will be a “White Christmas’ or a ‘White New Year’ and more often than not
have to return disapointed. But we were lucky. Though we had not gone with the intent of experiencing a snowfall,
but mother nature obliged.

It was all courtesy the trip that Doon Business School had planned for Manali. A group of about 30, accompanied
by two teachers set out with excitement. As the bus rolled out of the campus there was a cheer that was very visible
in the students and it came out in the form of songs that were sung in high spirits till we reached Chandigarh.
After a hurried lunch, we all went to see the Rock Garden that left a lasting imagnination in our minds of how
wasteful products were used to create such beautiful sculptoric forms. From the Rock Garden we went to the Rose
Garden and from there to the Sukhna Lake. The lake had its normal crowd as people jostled with each other to get
to the boats. After a bit of boating, it was time to proceed to the bus so that we could undertake the overnight trip
to one of the most beuatiful and well known hill resorts of the country — Manali.

Manali, though the locals claim has been spoilt over the yeas as constructions have come up along both sides of
the Beas river, was once a natural paradise and a favourite haunt of Pt Jawahar Lal Nehru, the country’s first Prime
Minister. The chowkidar at the Rest House informed that Nehru would often get up early in the morning and
avoiding his securtiy would salip out unnoticed (such were those times) to have a cup of steamong tea at the road-
side and talk with the number of tribal people from Lahaul valley, who would come down to collect their supplies
for the long winter months when the valley is cut off from the rest of the world for six months.

However, on the very first day we decided to go atop the over 13,000 ft high Rohtang Pass, which is also the enrty
point to the Lahaul and Spiti tribal valley. Hitching rides on local taxis we went past Marrhi and stopped on top of
the Pass, where strong winds that were icy cool told us that we were on a height that we had never been on before.
Even as we were going about seeing amongst other things, the source of the Beas valley, which is also atop this
pass and eating a frugal meal at the eateries that have come up just dhrot of the top of the Pass, the weather took a
turn for the worse. We prayed fervently to God that there should be snow for when will we students from various
parts of the country, mostly in the plains, get an opportunity to see snow.

And then our prayers were answered. It started snowing, slowly at first but as the winds picked up, it almost be-
came a blizzard. The taxi drivers warned us not to spend much time in the snow and try to get back to Manali, for
if the snow became heavier the roads would close and it would be hard for us to return back on the snowy roads.
Warmed by cups of tea, we returned to our hotel, but the very thought of visiting old Manali was so exciting that
we could hardly sleep. Manali gets its name from the sage Manu, who it is said, took a pair of species of all animals
and birds on his ark when the gray deluge came. Though this is a part of mytholgy but the locals are all so con-
vinced about their city’s backdrop.

We visited the Hidamba temple. It is perhaps the only temple in the country that has been set up honouring Hin-
damba, the demon wife of Bhim of Mahabharat fame. The temple is awe inspiring and one wonders who the ar-
chitect was, for the plaque has no mention of the person who designed it. Interestingly the erstwhile Raja of Kullu,
comes to the temple and invites the Goddess to attend the Dussehra celebrations at Kullu. Hidamba goes for the
celebrations but only till the palace of the Raja, where she is brought in a palanquin by her priest and pall bearers.
We also went to Kullu which was getting ready for the week long Dussehra celebrations and it was a sight to see
the number of deities that had been brought from the various villages in and around the Kullu valley to the Paddal
Ground. The deities had assembled there with their priests and pall bearers to pay their obeisance to Lord Raghu-
nath, who is the presiding deity of the Kullu royal household. They stay there for the celebrations that last a week
and then return to their villages.

Incidentally, whuy all the dieties of the various villages and clans in and around the Kullu valley, collect at the
Paddal Ground, Lord Jamlu is conspicuous by his absence. Jamlu is the deity of Malana village, which is said to be
the oldest civilisation in the country. There are even reports that the residents of Malana are descendants of the
Greek warriors who came with Alexander the Great, but did not return with him.

Jamlu, who pays a very pivotal role in the life of the residents of Malana. Jyst comes down till the Beas river and
watched the proceedings from the other bank of and does not cross the river to come to the celebrations on the
Paddal Ground. He also returns earlier than the other deities.

A visit to the Dainik
Jagran Printing Press

On October 26th 2013, the students of the
mass communication department got a
chance to visit the Dainik Jagran printing
press at Selaqui. They were accompanied by
the respective teachers.

With a readership of 16.429 million readers,
Dainik Jagran is the number one newspaper
around the globe, according to IRS 0222002.
It was jointly founded by Shri Puranchandra
Gupta and Shri Gurudev Gupta in Jhansi.
Later the headquarter was shifted to Kanpur

It was in the CPT room i.e. the control
room that we got to know about the alu-
minium plates that are used to make the
negatives of the newspapers. Before a news-
paper is printed, the matter is engraved on
the plates that is four coloured- CMYK . We
were told that over 6000 plates are con-
sumed in a month that are put to waste after
the use and handed over for recycling by
counts. The maximum temperature of the
machine that costs over Rs.80 crore, should
not exceed 23 degree Celsius and the hu-
midity being 40 degrees. We were exposed
to the machines that were well equipped

to deal with these plates, treat them with
chemical and then forward it for the print-
ing purpose.

It is then put into roles and printed. The
paper used is brought from Rajasthan and
Meerut. The first and the last page is export-
ed from Russia in sealed tanks. The paper is
then processed through the machines, that
contain ink of four colours. The processing
is done and the bundles of newspapers are
collected manually .

It was a learning experience wherein we
could get idea as to how the newspaper
which is delivered to our houses every
morning is printed, covering every news
upto 3 a.m. and then distributed by the
hawkers.
